Prof. Javed Musarrat, Hon'ble Vice-Chancellor ranked by AD World
Scientist and University Rankings 2022.

Professor Musarrat is an eminent scientist and has been ranked sixth
among the top Microbiologists in the country, according to the latest
rankings released by AD Scientific Index (Alper-Doger Scientific Index).
This index is a global ranking and analysis system that provides
metrics based on the scientific performance and the added value of
the scientific productivity of individual scientists. The AD scientific
index uses the full and last five years' values of the i10 index, h-index,
and citation scores in Google Scholar to establish a consolidated
ranking within various subjects.

Professor Musarrat , an alumnus of Aligarh Muslim University (AMU]
has also been ranked "Number 1" in Medical Sciences and Microbiology
at AMU, out of 197 Scientists, working in this area of research.
Professor Musarrat has over 11,300 citations, an h-index of 59, and a
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total i10 of 157. This metric puts him amongst the elite group of

scientists and academicians who have contributed immensely

through their quality research. He has published 200+research articles

inpeer-reviewed Scopus and Web of Science indexed Journals.

PDP on Quality Assurance Plan of Aggregate: Indian
Standard Method from.

As concrete is essentially a mixture of aggregate, cement and water; its
overall quality heavily depends on its constituent's material. As aggregate
alone constitutes 70-80% of concrete, making it one of the most decisive
elements for ensuring the quality of the mix. To make faculty members
abreast with the latest developments, the Department of Civil Engineering,
under the Aegis of Human Resource Development Centre & NEP Task Force,
organized a Professional Development Program in "Quality Assurance Plan of
Aggregate: Indian Standard Method", referring to the guidelines of IS 383:

Revision] and CPWD quality assurance guidelines 2019 from 01.11.2021 to
2411.2021 (16 Days). In this Program, the provisions of the latest revision of
codes of practice were discussed along with hands-onin the [aboratory.

Site Visit of Sarda Sahayak Feeder Canal at Gomti Aqueduct

The Department organized a site visit on7th December 2021 for the B.Tech.
third-year students at Sarda Sahayak Feeder Canal & Gomti Aqueduct, which
is located on the Gomti River at Devaria Village, Lucknow. The visit was led by
the Head of the Department along with the faculty members and students.
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The Gomti aqueduct is a good example of civil engineering. The construction
of the Gomti aqueduct was started in 1973 and completed in 1978. The total
length of the Sharda Sahayak feeder Canal is 28km and the total length of the
Gomti agueduct is 382m. The upper and lower height of this aqueduct is 15m
and 7.5m respectively. Sarda Sahayak Feeder Canal provides water for
irrigation purposes in many districts of Uttar Pradesh. Sharda Sahayak
Feeder Canal head regulator is operated and maintained by the irrigation and
water resources Department, Uttar Pradesh. At the site, students were
welcomed and briefed about the canal and the Gomti agueduct by
Er. RK. Yadav, Assistant Engineer and Er. Pawan Yadav, Junior Engineer,
Irrigation & Water Resources Department, Uttar Pradesh.

Industrial Visit at Bharwara Sewage Treatment Plant

The Department organised a site visit on 7th & 11th December 2021 for the
BTech. Final year students at Bharwara Treatment Plant located in the outer
parts of Gomti Nagar, Lucknow. The Department also undertook a plantation
drive on both days. A total of 50 saplings were planted to promote a green
environment at the Bharwara Treatment Plant. Bharwara Plant is Asia's
largest sewage treatment plant built in 2010 and Operation commenced in
2011hy U.P. Jal Nigam. The project cost is 360 crore. It has a design capacity of
345 MLD and covers an area of about 120 hectares. The plant is based on the
Up-flow Anaerobic Sludge Blanket Technology [UASBR]. It is now operated
and maintained by Suez- a French-based utility company which specializes
largely inwaste water treatment and waste management systems.

At the plant, students were welcomed and briefed about the plant by Mr.
Rajesh Deshraj, Assistant Engineer, Suez Group. The plant consisted of the
following components:

Medical education in India is based predominantly on hospital environments
and specialist services covering a narrow spectrum of health problems,
especially dependent on technology. A significant reorientation is needed in
medical education, to allow students tounderstand people in their
social contexts in amore holistic way, rather than seeing them merely
as parts of a hiological machine.

The Alma Ata Declaration on 12th September 1978, in the International
Conference on primary health care was a major breakthrough achieved by
the World Health Organization (WHO). 'Health for all', across all geographical
boundaries of the globe wasa milestone tobe met by all developing and
developed countries of the world by the year 2000. The government of
India (GOI) had already launched a national Community Health worker
(CHW) scheme and Village Health Guide (VHG) programme in 1977.
However, this program failed to achieve the expected impact. The
erstwhile Medical Council of India (MCI) was making continuous
modifications in setting up and maintaining high standards of medical
education in India so that equitable health distribution through well
trained allopathic doctors could be provided to the citizens of India. However,
the rural population, which constitutes about 65.5% (2020 statistics) of the

country's total population remains deprived of general medical treatment, as
the availahility of healthcare facilities are skewed towards urban setups.

National Medical Commission (NMC), in their recent notification, included
Family Adoption Program (FAP] in the undergraduate curriculum to provide
a learning opportunity towards community based health care to Indian
Medical Graduates. The aim is to provide medical students with on-ground
hands-on experience from the beginning and also increase the availability
and accessibility of doctors or medical professionalsinrural areas.

Under the scheme, every new batch entering a medical college should
be allotted a village, not covered under RHTC. After gathering the data of
households in the village, a fairly equal distribution of households will be
made amongst the students for FAP with the aim of achieving 'health forall'. A
total of five families are designated to every student. The concerned student
will be responsible for the overall health of the family. Outcomes achieved
by thevillage, students and college are recorded in a database. This will help
